Stewardship Reflection: 
 

 When we gather Together…. 
 

 Christ reveals himself when we gather for the Eucharist in the gathering itself. Jesus said that when two or three 
gather in his name, he would be present. He really meant it! When we gather for Mass, he is present because he dwells 
in each of us. As we gather together to assemble as one body, Christ reveals his presence to us in one another. 
 Reverence requires us to recognize his presence there and respond to it. That is why hospitality is so important 
when we gather for the Eucharist. Hospitality is not just a matter of being friendly, it means that we connect with one  
another in a way that reminds us of our bonds in Christ. I reverence Christ by asking Charlie how his wife’s recovery is 
going? If Mary’s husband died last month, I ask how she is doing. If Steve and Joan’s youngest child just left for college, 
I ask how they are coping with the “empty nest”. I reverence Christ in those around me when I remind them of the love of 
Christ that makes us all one body. 
 This kind of hospitality is essential if we are to enter into the celebration of the liturgy as one body in Christ. It is 
not the responsibility of only ushers and greeters. All those who gather have the responsibility for creating hospitable 
worship. It’s the first way we show our reverence for Christ, who reveals himself in those around us.
