REVEREND KEVIN SCALLON, C.M. is a Priest of the Vincentian Community who was 
born in Ireland.  In 1976, Fr. Kevin started the “Intercession for Priests” in Dublin, a 
month-long retreat where priests could come to pray for the spiritual renewal of the 
priesthood.  Following on that, in 1985, he began full-time ministry to priests with Sister 
Briege McKenna. 
 
SISTER BRIEGE MCKENNA, O.S.C at the age of twenty-four, was miraculously healed 
during the celebration of the Eucharist and some time later received, in prayer, the gift of 
healing for which she has become so widely known.  Since then, bishops and priests in 
many parts of the world have invited her to speak and minister at their retreats and  
conferences.  Her book, “Miracles Do Happen” has been translated into many  
languages throughout the world.
